TCAF GOLF PLAN AND RULES
(Revised June 2014)

I. All TCAF rules and by-laws apply to Golf.
II. USGA Rules Apply to all play.

III. All teams must be accompanied by a Coach. All coaches and volunteers closely related to the teams must read and sign a CSAF Code of Ethics Form which should be kept on file by the member school.
IV. Divisions:
There shall be the following divisions in girl’s and boy’s districts,
singles and teams.  Teams will consist of four (minimum of three) entries from the same school.  The medalist from each Region will be the Region Champion.

V. Representation.
1. Qualifiers to State Tournament.  Each District will qualify three teams (first, second and 3rd place) and the top 5 individuals to State competition.  The 5 individuals will be beyond the members of the two qualifying teams.  

2. Qualifying scores.  Boys must shoot a qualifying score of 100 or less to advance to the State Tournament.  Girls must shoot a qualifying score of 125 or less to advance to the State Tournament.  
3. Certification.  Winners will be certified to the State Tournament Director by the District Meet Director.

4. Team member changes.  Teams qualifying for the State Tournament as a school can change individual members of the team up to 5 days before the State Tournament.

5. Disqualification.  A player disqualified (for other than unsportsmanlike behavior violation) shall have the disqualification apply only to the round in which the violation occurred.

VI. Substitution.

1. No Singles substitution.  

2. Team substitution.  Once a tournament has started no substitution shall be allowed to the school team.  Exception: Injury or illness certified by a physician prior to any 18 hole competition.
VII. Invitational Tournaments.

1. Number of Tournaments.  No student may participate in more than 10 tournaments during the school year, not including regional and state tournaments.  Tournaments of less than 3 schools are not counted against the total provided there is no loss of school time.

2. School Week Limitations.  No student shall participate in more than 1 tournament per week.  Exceptions to this rule for tournaments being made up due to inclement weather or public disaster.

3. Cancellation or Continuation.  A tournament is considered a tournament when all contestants have played one half of the predetermined length.

4. Time and Order of starting.  The players shall start at the time assigned and in the group designated by the tournament director.  Failure to do so will result in disqualification.

VIII. Playoff Structure

1. Individual Medalist.  The individual with the lowest score will be the medalist.  The medalist may be an individual or a member of a team.
2. Team Honors.  Team honors shall be determined by the best 3 scores for a round played by a four member team.

3. Team Winners.  The team with the lowest score will be the winner.  In case of ties the fourth score will be used to break the tie.

4. District, State Meets.  Regional meets may be 18 or 36 holes. The state meet will be a 36 hole tournament.

5. No electronic devices may be used.
